From the Pastor’s Desk  
 
 
 
 
Dear Parishioners,  
 
I pray that your summer has been going well and that you have had some time for personal  
relaxation, vacation and spiritual renewal. Please enjoy the remaining weeks of the summer! 
 
I write to you with a heavy heart on several very difficult topics. First, the terrible tragedies that 
have occurred in El Paso & Dayton. I ask that all of us here at Holy Family Parish commit  
ourselves to a time of prayer to pray for the victims, their families and loved ones. Its times like 
these that we must really turn to the Lord and trust in His merciful love. May Mary under the title 
of Our Lady of Sorrows bring comfort and strength the people of Texas and Ohio.  
Let’s journey with them in our prayers for we are one Body in Christ.  
 
Secondly, many of you may recall that New York State passed the Childs Victims Act back in 
January that opened the statute of limitations for the child victims of sexual abuse. Victims have a 
year window to bring forward cases, and that window opens on August 15th. I share this with you 
because I don’t want us to be surprised when the Church is in the news again. No doubt it will be 
a difficult day but I want us at Holy Family to be aware and prepared.  
 
While none of us are personally responsible for what has occurred, we know we are all part of the 
Body of Christ, this indeed does affect us. It is important for us to know how has the Diocese of 
Brooklyn responded? Therefore, in an effort to reach as many victims as possible, in 2017 the Di-
ocese of Brooklyn initiated an Independent Reconciliation and Compensation Program (IRCP), 
which was administered by Mr. Kenneth Feinberg and Associates. This program consisted of two 
phases. The first phase involved all the victims who had been known to the Diocese prior to the 
announcement of the IRCP. The second phase involved those who made their allegations after the 
program’s inception. In February 2019, the Diocese released the names of the clergy that have 
been credibly accused. The Diocese of Brooklyn is committed to remaining vigilant against such 
abuse.   
 
So, what can we do as parishioners of Holy Family? I would ask that you join me in prayer on 
Thursday, August 15th @ 6:30 pm as we pray for the victims and for the Church, prior to the  
7:30 pm Mass for the Solemnity of the Assumption of Mary. Let us pray that the beauty of our 
faith may not diminish because of the failings of some of its members.  We entrust the Church in 
this time to the Immaculate heart of Mary and the Sacred Heart of Jesus. 
 
God’s Blessings upon all of you this week ahead.
