FROM THE PASTORôS DESK

 Eats, Shoots and Leaves    

      -Lynn Truss 

 

     When former host of BBC 4ôs Cutting a Dash, 

Lynn Truss, decided to go to war against grammatical 

incorrectness in 2003, she used a pistol-packing panda 

to illustrate her book, Eats, Shoots and Leaves. With 

the bookôs subtitle, The Zero Tolerance Approach to 

Punctuation, she threw down the gauntlet to sloppy 

composition. 

  
 

 

     Commas are particularly troublesome. Being com-

macaly-challenged myself, I can sympathize with 

Oscar Wilde who once quipped that he spent an entire 

morning adding a comma to his current work and an 

entire afternoon removing it. Perhaps to claim, as the 

accompanying cartoon does, that a comma can make 

the difference between life and death may seem a bit 

over the top. 

 

     However, the lack of a comma recently cost a dairy 

company in Maine five million dollars! The drivers for 

Oakhurst Dairies were awarded that amount by the 

United States Court of Appeals for the First Circuit in 

their lawsuit to receive overtime pay that the Dairies 

had denied them. The court decision was based  on the 

lack of ñthe Oxford commaò in Maineôs state law de-

fining overtime. To the absolute glee of punctuation 

pedants and comma connoisseurs such as Ms. Truss,

the case may eventually make its way to the United 

States Supreme Court if Oxford Dairies reneges on its   

agreement. 
     

      As with commas, so with sin. Venial sins can seem 

like no big deal; but spiritual directors have been warn-

ing for centuries that certain venial sins, repeated over 

and over without repentance, can lead to mortal sin. 

Thatôs why Lent is so important.  It is like the Spell 

Check on our computers, sniffing out errors and sug-

gesting corrections.  So, during this Lent, letôs remem-

ber Oakhurst Dairies and Oxford commas, and watch 

those venial sins we so easily overlook. 

      

     Speaking of grandmas and eating, for any Latin en-

thusiasts out there, I offer this conundrum that might 

have vexed the great Cicero, himself. Mea mater est 

mala sus. Or Mea, Mater, est mala sus. For the solu-

tion, see next weekôs Bulletin!

This 

practice involves limiting oneself to a single full meal 

and avoiding food between meals.  Light sustenance 

may also be take on two other occasions during the 

day.
