Anybody remember Mutnik? Sixty years ago this
month, the Soviet Union launched a rocket that carried
the first living creature into orbit around the earth. That
was a dog named Laika. Americans made fun of the
event by nicknaming the rocket, Mutnik. However, it
raised alarms that the
would permanently outstrip American ventures into
space.

The confidence that the Soviets gained from their
early successes in space was still in action ten years
later. In 1967, the townspeople of Cherepovets buried
a time capsule on the 50" anniversary of the Russian
Revolution. It was meant to celebrate the achievements
of a socioeconomic system they deemed eternal; and it
contained the prophecy quoted above.

Recently, 500 people gathered in the same spot to
witness the retrieval and opening of the capsule. The
message of the Sovi
youth of 2017 proved to be a delusion, as did the So-
vietds determination t g
of Laika, recovered from her space capsule, was an
ominous warning of the fate of Communism.
