     In preparation for the Great Jubilee Year 2000 

Pope John Paul II, of Blessed Memory, had a portion 

of the Janiculum Hill hallowed out and fitted as a 

parking garage for buses. That garage was a great 

boon to us when we were on sabbatical in 2002, be-

cause it provided a shortcut between the North 

American College atop the Janiculum and St. Peterôs 

Square. We would take an elevator and stairs a cou-

ple of levels down and then use two escalators. Need-

less to say, the escalators were very welcome when 

we were making our return journey, especially at 

night when we were coming back from one or an-

other of our favorite eateries near the Vatican. 

     The trouble was that, like many things in Rome, 

the escalators were unreliable. Sometimes the down-

going escalators ï they came in two sections ï were 

working and the up-going were not. Or one section of 

the up-going was moving while the other was at a 

standstill. As an aside, the worst escalator experience 

we encountered was on a visit to the hilltop city of 

Orvieto where the escalators from the parking garage 

to the city center were ñfuori servizio.ò It seemed like 

we climbed a 14-story staircase.  

     The Italian people, God bless them, never seem to 

get rattled by such inconveniences as a transit strike 

or an out-of-service escalator. But New Yorker that I 

am, I found myself fuming time and again when con-

fronted with the necessity of climbing a stationary 

escalator. 

 

Recently there has been a 

furor in the Big Apple 

over the number of esca-

lators in our subway that 

are out of service. Even 

the relatively new Second 

Ave. Subway is not im-

mune to the plague of dis-

abled escalators.
