A Federal Appeals court has ruled that the State of 

Ohio can defund Planned Parenthood. In its decision 

the Court said that Planned Parenthood affiliates “do 

not have a due process right to perform abortions” and 

that there is no constitutional requirement that a state 

fund a private organization. The Court further ex-

plained: “The state may choose to not subsidize consti-

tutionally protected activities. Just as it has no obliga-

tion to provide a platform for an individual’s free 

speech, [it has] no obligation to pay for a woman’s 

abortion.” Planned Parenthood operates twenty–six
