Anointing of the Sick Il:
Celebrating the Sacrament

The sacrament of the anointing of the sick is a celebration in
which those who are seriously ill or infirm are surrounded
and supported by other members of the Christian commu-
nity, whether at home or in the house of the church (for
those who can leave their beds and come here). In song and
in silence, with scriptures and prayers, we strengthen the
bonds of love and faith that are stronger than the most le-
thal disease and more powerful even than death. The sacra-
ment may be celebrated in the context of a Mass, or on its
own, depending on the needs of the person who is sick.

The celebration opens with brief introductory rites that help
us remember that God is with us and that we are the body of
Christ. Then follows a liturgy of the word, in which we hear
scriptures that shed light on the meaning of sickness and
suffering and the compassion of our God, who suffers with
us. Depending on the needs of the person who is sick, one
brief passage or two or three readings and a psalm may be
used. A homily may be preached, too.

Then the rite continues. The gathered church surrounds the
person who is sick with the prayer of faith. In response to
God’s word, a litany is prayed. Then, the priest does the lay-
ing on of hands, an ancient sign of the moving of the Holy
Spirit to heal and save. This is done in silence. Then a pray-
er is said over the oil of the sick. Finally, the priest anoints
the head and the hands, and sometimes other parts of the
body (the feet, for example, or the part of the body that is in
pain) of the one who is sick. While anointing the sick per-
son’s head, the priest says “Through this holy anointing,
may the Lord in his love and mercy help you with the grace
of the Holy Spirit.” And all answer “Amen!” While anointing
the hands, the priest says, “May the Lord who frees you
from sin save you and raise you up.” And again, all answer
“Amen!” If other parts of the body are anointed, no words
are said. A final prayer is then said.

The liturgy of the eucharist, or simply the giving of com-
munion, may follow. Or the rite ends with a blessing. If you
or someone you know is in need of the anointing, please call
the parish office.

Pope at Angelus: Faith in Jesus Allows Us to Carry out

God's Works

2018-08-05 BY LINDA BORDONI — Pope Francis invited
the faithful to cultivate their relationship with God, because
faith in Jesus, he said allows us spiritually nourished and to
carry out good works for the good of our brothers and sisters.

The Pope was speaking to the crowd gathered in St. Peter’s
Square for the Sunday Angelus. He reflected on the Gospel
reading of the day and recalled the beloved Pope VI — the
Pope of modernity — who 40 years ago was living the last
hours of his earthly life.

Reflecting on the liturgy that tells of a crowd that has been
nourished by Jesus and that sets out in search of him, Pope
Francis explained that for Jesus, it is not enough that people
simply search for him, He wants the people to know him and
to understand that He came to bring us more than material
satisfaction, opening our lives to a horizon that is broader
than the daily concerns of eating, clothing oneself, a career,
and so on.

Jesus is the true bread of life

“He, the true ‘bread of life’, the Pope said, wants to satisfy not
only bodies but also souls, offering spiritual nourishment
that can satisfy the deepest hunger”.

Commenting on how often we too do not understand the
Lord’s invitation not to “work for food that perishes, but for
the food that endures for eternal life”, Francis said it is “a
common temptation to reduce religion to the practice of the
laws” thinking that it is enough to perform good actions in
order to please God.

Jesus, he said, gives an unexpected indication: “This is the
work of God, that you believe in the one he sent”.

“These words are addressed to us as well, today: God's work
does not consist so much in "doing" things, but in "believing'
in Him whom He has sent” he said.

Works that have the perfume of the Gospel

And “better still, the Pope continued, faith in Jesus allows us
to carry out God's works. If we let ourselves be involved in
this relationship of love and trust with Jesus, we will be able
to carry out good works that have the perfume of the Gospel,
for the good of our brothers and sisters.

The Lord, Pope Francis concluded, invites us “not to forget
that, if it is necessary to be concerned about material needs,
it is even more important to cultivate our relationship with
Him, to strengthen our faith in Him who is the "bread of life",
the one who came to satisfy our hunger for truth, justice and
love.

The Pope ended his catechesis with a prayer to the Virgin
Mary, on the day when we remember the dedication of the
Basilica of Saint Mary Major in Rome, to support us in our
journey of faith and help us to abandon ourselves with joy to
God's plan for our lives.

Pope Francis Celebrates Paul VI:

The Pope of Modernity
2018-08-05 BY LINDA BORDONI — Greeting the pilgrims
present in St. Peter’s Square for the Sunday Angelus, Pope
Francis turned his thoughts to a Pope he is preparing to can-
onize.

“Forty years ago Blessed Pope Paul VI — the Pope of moder-
nity - was living his last hours on this earth. He died in the
evening of August 6, 1978 he said.

And looking ahead to his canonization that is scheduled to
take place on 14 October next, he said

“We remember him with great veneration and gratitude” and
while awaiting his canonization, he prayed that “from heav-
en, may he intercede for the Church and for peace in the
world.

Canonization at close of Synod of Bishops
The Vatican officially announced in March that the canoniza-
tion Mass for Paul VI will take place at the close of the Synod
of Bishops, an institution Paul VI himself founded.

Pope Francis had already confirmed that Paul VI would be
elevated to sainthood during a conversation with priests and
deacons from the Diocese of Rome.

Paul VI, who led the Catholic Church from 1963 to 1978,
through the closing of the Second Vatican Council (1962-65)
is often referred to as the ‘Pope of modernity’ as he oversaw
transitions in liturgy, seminary formation, theological study,
and many other areas of ecclesiastical life.

Synod of Bishops

Paul VI launched the Synod of Bishops in 1965 with the aim
to broaden the involvement of bishops from around the
world in the governance of the Church.

The next Synod of Bishops will take place in the Vatican in
October, devoted to themes of youth and vocations.

The Immaculate Conception & the Virgin Birth

On August 15, we shall be celebrating the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, a feast which is a Holy Day of Obliga-
tion throughout the universal Church.

Even among “cradle Catholics” reared in the Faith from
their youth, the dogma behind this feast is often confused
with the virgin birth. Although there is certainly a nexus
between them, and both deal with Mary as the Mother of
God, the two are quite distinct:

The virgin birth, as its name indicates, refers to the fact the
Mary conceived and gave birth to Jesus although she never
had intercourse with a man; she conceived Christ by the
power of the Holy Spirit. The Church further teaches that
Mary is Ever-Virgin, asserting that she was a virgin ante
partum (Latin: “before the birth [of Christ]”), and remained
a virgin in partu et post partum (Latin: “during and after
childbirth”). This means that Mary and St. Joseph did not
have children in common. The Gospel’s reference to
“brothers and sisters of Jesus” should not be understood to
mean that Christ had siblings; such persons were cousins or
other blood kin from the Tribe of Judah (to which Mary and
St. Joseph belonged).

The dogma of the Immaculate Conception—solemnly de-
fined in 1854 by Blessed Pope Pius IX in his encyclical, Ad
Diem Illum Leetissimum—explains that, because Mary was
to be the Mother of Christ, she was preserved by a special
grace from inheriting original sin at her conception (as the
rest of us do). She received this unique divine favor in antic-
ipation of the merits of Christ’s birth, life, Passion, death,
and Resurrection. In other words, the redemptive merits of
Christ were applied retroactively to Mary at the moment of
her conception in the womb of her mother, St. Anne. As a
result, Mary was completely impeccable; she was preserved
from original sin and never committed any actual sin be-
cause she was so united and submissive to God’s Will. Due
to her sinlessness, Mary also did not experience the travail
of parturition. At the end of her life, she did not experience
death either, having been assumed into Heaven body and
soul.

It is interesting to note that the dogma of the Immaculate
Conception was confirmed by the Blessed Mother herself:
When the local priest requested that St. Bernadette Soubir-
ous obtain the identity of the “beautiful lady” appearing to
her in Lourdes, Mary replied to the inquiry by saying, “I am
the Immaculate Conception.” By this, the priest knew im-
mediately that St. Bernadette was not lying, and that Mary
was indeed appearing there: The peasant girl-become-saint
could not have made that up since she was simple and un-
educated, having no idea what that title or term could mean.
