JUNIOR HIGH ELA 

 

     In 6th Grade, we are completing a unit on poetry. 

We are learning about figurative language and analyz-

ing poems.

      The tragic fire in Notre Dame Cathedral reignited ï 

if you pardon the pun ï interest in Victor Hugoôs 

novel, The Hunchback of Notre Dame. Not being much 

of a Victor Hugo fan myself, I never gave much 

thought to how the hunchback came by the odd name, 

Quasimodo. Although I suspect that priests who be-

long to an even more advanced age cohort than I might 

be able to provide the answer, as would younger 

priests who offer Mass in the Extraordinary Form of 

the Roman Rite using the Missale Romanum. 

     In the era of the Latin Mass, it was common for 

Sundays to take their names from the opening word or 

words of the Introit for the day.  We still have rem-

nants of that practice in Advent and Lent with Gaudete 

and Laetare Sundays when we exchange violet vesture 

for old rose. The Sunday immediately after Easter had 

several names: Low Sunday, Domenica In Albis, Oc-

tave Day of Easter. And last but not least: Quasimodo 

Sunday because the Introit began, ñQuasi modo geniti 

infanti ï Like newborn infantséò 

 But now to return to Notre Dame and its resi-

dent hunchback. In Hugoôs novel Quasimodoôs parents 

abandon him as an infant in the foundling bed of the 

great cathedral on the Sunday after Easter. Because the 

Archdeacon who adopts him has no idea of the found-

lingôs real name, he christens the boy with the name of 

the Sunday: Quasimodo.   

  
 

There are innumerable images of Quasimodo. The one 

that moves me the most, especially in view of the re-

cent threat to the cathedralôs very existence, is the car-

toon that depicts the deformed man hugging his be-

loved Notre Dame.
