     My final visit to the 1964-1965 World’s Fair was 

on Wednesday, September 8, 1965, the day before I 

entered the major seminary at Huntington to begin my 

studies for the priesthood in earnest. To the forty-two 

of us members of the First Philosophy Class, the semi-

nary routine with such practices as reciting the hours 

of the Divine Office in common and putting out all 

lights at 11:00PM made us feel as though we had en-

tered a universe just slightly less unreal than the Po-

temkin Village in Flushing Meadows. 

     One thing was evident immediately. The food, pre-

pared by the Dominican Sisters on the kitchen staff - 

who faced the daunting challenge of serving three 

meals a day, seven days a week to upwards of 200 

young men - was nowhere near the caliber of the cui-

sine we had sampled at the World’s Fair. We never 

saw a Belgian Waffle out there on West Neck Road or 

watched a platter of falafel emerge from the kitchen. 

And we certainly never had a sample of the special 

beer prepared by Liberman Brewery for visitors to the 

Town House Restaurant. In fact, we never even got to 

down a glass of Lieberman’s regular brew, Rheingold.

     Last weekend, a happening dubbed The World’s 

Fare took place near Citi Field to recapture the culi-

nary excitement that gripped fairgoers in my pre-

seminary days. As much as I might have yearned for 

Chinese dumplings or Tandoori Chicken or the Kimchi 

that I have not enjoyed since I was the Episcopal Vicar 

of North Queens, I had to stay here on campus and 

work! 

     Still, the weekend here at St. Gregory’s was not 

without its opportunity to taste the most wonderful 

food of all.  At our Eucharistic liturgies, we stepped 

out of our mundane, day-to-day worlds into a World’s 

Fair that previewed life in the New Jerusalem – a city 

more wondrous than ever Robert Moses could have 

envisioned. And we sampled the “Bread Containing in 

Itself All Delight.” I spent six years in the seminary in 

training to prepare that meal-unlike-any-other; and 

come the 29th of this month, I will have been serving it 

for 47 years. It has never failed to delight my palate in 

new and unexpected ways. 

     As younger members of our parish join us this 

weekend as diners at the Eucharistic feast, we pray that 

they will never lose their taste for the Bread of Angels.
