     This week I hope to pay my annual visit to the an-

tiques show at Brimfield, Massachusetts. I usual travel 

up there from my cottage on the lake, and link up with 

my friend, Fr. George Morin and his former secretary, 

Carol, at the local restaurant for a bite of lunch before 

tramping through the acres of outdoor flea market 

tents.   

 
 

 

Along the way, I will drive through Monson, MA. ï a 

town that was nearly completely destroyed by a mon-

ster tornado on June 1, 2011. There is still a huge 

swath of denuded forest coming down the hill from 

where the funnel cloud descended on the peaceful 

town. 

 

 

     A few Saturday nights ago, tornados struck East 

Texas, leaving trails of death and destruction. In the 

small town of Emory, near Dallas, 45 people were in 

the hall of St. John the Evangelist Catholic Church 

celebrating a graduation. When the warning sounded, 

they huddled together in the hallway connecting the 

hall with the church. It was a providential move for 

them, because they were spared serious injury while 

the church and the hall on either side of them were re-

duced to splinters.

However, the statue of Mary 

remained upright in its place. 

A miracle? Well, perhaps it 

would be better to call it a 

sign. Parishioner, Delilah 

Baeza, knew what it meant 

right away. And Mary has 

done this before. A similar 

statue was unharmed in the 

midst of the tornado that dev-

astated Cameron Parish in 

Louisiana. 

 

     Pope Francisô visit to Egypt last week underlined 

what Coptic Pope Tawadros and his people affirmed 

after the Palm Sunday bombing of two churches. 

Buildings are vulnerable. So, too, are individual mar-

tyrs. But the Church survives and flourishes with di-

vine protection. 

     During this month devoted especially to the Blessed 

Virgin Mary, Mother of God, we pray that Mary will 

watch over us ñpoor banished children of Eveò as we 

move through turbulent times.  May she ever stand and 

watch over her children, as she did in Emory, Texas.
