PASTOR’S DESK

9/15/2019

“On that day, a shoot shall sprout from the
stump of Jesse, and from his roots a bud

shall blossom.”
- Isaiah 11:1

Backyard gardeners who fuss over their tomato
plants all summer might want to consider a sight that
stopped a kayaker, Matthew Frey, dead in the water
last Monday. There, sprouting from a piling next to
the Brooklyn Bridge and Pier 2, was a lone tomato
plant, complete with a red ripe tomato.
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seer had confidence in God, and that confidence radiates
out of so much of our liturgy for Advent and Christmas.
A virgin conceives and bears a son. A people that have
been walking in darkness see a great light. Lions and
lambs lie down next to one another in perfect harmony.

As we continue to confront one of the most distress-
ing periods in the history of the Church, it can be a good
thing to look at a tomato bursting forth from an old piling
in a once-polluted river. And good to remind ourselves
about the pigeon and how it managed to deposit the seed
and provide the perfect medium to nourish its growth.

As kayaker Frey observed, “Things like that just make
me happy.” Together with Isaiah, we can add our Amen
to that sentiment.

There has been plenty of speculation about how the
plant got there. Kayaker Frey doubts that it could
have been the work of a gardener with a weird sense
of humor. “I didn’t see how anybody could have got-
ten that close.”

The best suspect is a pigeon or other such bird —
one who had invaded a landlubber’s tomato patch
and gorged itself with the fruit. What happened next
is best left to the imagination, but the bird must have
had deadly aim because the seed would have had to
land in a hole left behind by a nail that had attached
the long-gone pier to the piling. “Brooklyn Bridge
Park is full of surprises,” according to Sarah Krauss,
the park’s chief of staff.

Isaiah knew that God is full of surprises, and per-
fectly capable of causing new growth to spring out of
seemingly hopeless situations. And few situations
could have offered less promise than the plight of
Jerusalem and Judah in his day. Yet, the sage old
