So much is happening here at St. Kevin Church.  Permit me to give you an update as we prepare to enter into a new pastoral 

year (September 1, 2020). 

 

1) Monsignor Finnerty is resting peacefully here at the rectory and he continues to be grateful for the outreach by many of 

you who have sent cards, notes, called and emailed.   

2) Monsignor Steven Aguggia has become the pastor of St. Pancras Church in Glendale and his assignment takes affect on 

September 15, 2020.  A Mass of Thanksgiving will be celebrated on Sunday, September 13, 2020 at the 12:00PM Mass. 

3) My installation as the Tenth Pastor of St. Kevin Church will take place on Sunday, September 13, 2020 at 4:00PM 

Vespers.  In light of the pandemic, we can only accommodate 125 people in the church at one time.  Therefore, the first 

125 people to call the rectory to reserve a spot will be able to attend in person.  The installation ceremony will also be 

livestreamed. 

4) The Market at St. Kevin will begin distribution in September.  Please refer to our parish website for more information. 

5) As of now, meetings of organizations/groups/societies will resume after Labor Day.  However, please know that all 

directives are to be implemented in your organization/group/society.  Please know that if you use the Msgr. Finnerty 

Parish Center the most you can have at any one time is 125 people.  The St. Kevin Room can only accommodate 20 

people.  At this time NO organization/group/society/Youth Guild ñCYOò can use the Academy.  In order to ensure the 

safety of all, I will be making an appearance to ensure that the directives are implemented.  Each organization/group/

society is responsible to clean and sanitize the space and materials used after each meeting.  My maintenance staff will 

disinfect the space with approved chemicals using a fogging machine.   

6) Our Academy will resume face to face learning this fall.  If you are interested in registering your child at St. Kevin

7) Our Faith Formation Program will begin in September via hybrid learning.  Classes

Vespers 
 
Latin for ñeveningò, vespers is one part of the Liturgy of the Hours; the daily prayer of the Church which marks the 
hours of each day with prayer to fulfill Jesus' command to ñpray alwaysò (Luke 18:1). Through these prayers, the 
people of God sanctify the day by continual praise and prayers of intercession for the needs of the world.  The Liturgy 
of the Hours includes several specified times of prayer. The most important times, called the "hinge hours," are 
Morning Prayer and Evening Prayer. 
 
The character of Morning Prayer is that of praise; of Evening Prayer, that of thanksgiving.  Vespers gives thanks for the 
day just past.  As early as the fourth century, evening prayer was widely known as Lucernalis or Lucernaria hora, 
because as daylight faded, all the candles, lamps and torches of the church were lit, making ñan infinite lightò.  The use 
of incense and candles suggests it evolved from the Jewish rites which accompanied the evening sacrifice (Exodus 
29:39; Numbers 28:4; Psalm 140:2; Daniel 9:21; 1 Chronicles 23:30). 
 
Bishops, priests, deacons, and many men and women in consecrated life pray the Liturgy of the Hours each day, 
keeping God always at the center of their days.  Lay people are encouraged to pray the Liturgy of the Hours as well, and 
we are specifically being invited to pray it on Sunday, September 13, as Fr. Robert Mema is installed as our pastor 
during Vespers that day!
