FROM MONSIGNOR RYAN’S DESK - 02/13/22

Tomorrow, Valentine’s Day, will be the final day of my third assignment here at St. Gregory’s. Over
the span of four decades, I have had the privilege of serving in the capacities of parochial vicar, pastor, and
temporary administrator. It has been a romance that has survived two separations, the first lasting twenty-one
years, the more recent nineteen months; yet even while not officially assigned, I have always felt at home in
this wonderful parish.

As I write this, I am gazing down at a Christmas card on my desk. It features pictures of two young
boys whom I baptized, the younger of whom bears my name as well as his father’s: Edward James. I recall the
day that their dad, then a second-grader, walked up to me in the hallway of our school and declared, “I love
you.” That was just one of so many love stories that have unfolded over the decades and that have enriched
my life, far beyond anything I could have imagined when I first walked through the door of our rectory on No-
vember 16, 1981. Together we have gone a long, long way.

But I am older now and I cannot sustain the pace of life that parish administration demands for an ex-
tended period. I must confess that I look forward to resuming my retirement, especially as spring looms on the
horizon and I hear, however faintly in February, the siren call of the lake with its promise of quiet mornings
and restful days.

So, as Valentine’s Day, the day of my most recent departure from an official presence, dawns, I will
sign off with words of an inspired songwriter, “Our love is here to stay.”
